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This will be a brief introduction to the graphical interface to InferStack. 

Login 
If you hit the IP address of your device you'll be prompted with the login screen to enter a username and 

password. 

 

If you are using a mobile device, Mobile will be checked for you, but you can select it (or remove it) if 

desired. 

Note: You can remove the Mobile check to get HTML5 access on any modern browser, but without 

Flash you will not have access to Alarm, Builder, Control, Graphics and Schedule apps. 

Mobile 
Mobile provides access to Connectors, Graphics, Reports and Site Spark if analytics is enabled. 

Graphics 
Graphics provides a view of your sites, equipment and points targeted for mobile devices. Once you 

have selected equipment, you can command points or view histories. 
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You can also view additional details for the selected equipment. 

 

Connectors 
Connectors allows you to review the status of your connectors and their points. 
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Reports 
Reports allows you to view reports on the server. 

 

Site Spark (if enabled) 
Site Spark allows you to view sparks. 
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Home 
InferStack provides an App Header across the top. 

The App Header provides App Menu, Save as Report, Clone app, Current app, database, user, Logout 

and InferStack logo. 

The App Menu provides access to Project Home, Host, current version, Change Locale and all the apps. 
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Builder 
Builder provides a view of the sites, the equipment and the points within your device and the ability to 

add more or edit existing. 

If you select an item in the tree, you can see all the attributes associated with it. 

Essentials provides the most used attributes, but Record Info shows all. 

You can expand the tree by pressing the arrow to the left of an item. 

For points, you can see its current value and status. 

Press Connectors to toggle the connector view on the right. 

You can press the plus sign to add enabled connectors. 

You can also discover them if BACnet or Haystack. 

 

The Record Info button shows the properties and markers of the connector. 

You can expand existing connectors and see available connected points.  

These can easily be dragged into the equipment tree to add them to your database. 
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Press messages to toggle the message view in the right pane. 

You can view all messages or those for the selected item. 

 

Haystack Tagging 
You can use tags to significantly reduce the effort to build solutions. In this example, we have required 

tags of equip and children and user marker tags of ahu, rooftop and hvac. You can add tags and haystack 
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standard tags will be shown as you type. 

 

You can use these tags so that your control programs and graphics will automatically run on your added 

equipment rather than duplicating or linking them to each one.  

Alarm 
Alarm provides a view of your current alarms. By default, it displays the current alarms by building for 

today. 

 

Once you select a building, it displays the alarms for each piece of equipment with the ability to 

acknowledge them. 
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The menu provides the ability to Acknowledge All, Sort, Search, toggle Details and close the view. 

 

You can click on an alarm to see Related Info including Instructions, Point Graphics, Related Graphics, 

Alarms, Notes and bLine Programs. 

 

Control 
Control provides a graphical programming language. 

overCooledZone is a simple example that generates an alarm when zoneTemp is less than 76 degrees for 

more than 5 seconds. 

Use View Run Conditions to see that this program runs on equipment with a rooftop tag. 

By selecting Blocks, you see many blocks that can be used to build whatever type of application you 

desire. 

Programs/Tasks shows the currently operating bLine programs. 

Variables lets you see the variables that have been defined for this program. 

You can select Variable Settings to see the details for any variable. 

Using the dropdown, you can select an instance of this program to monitor its operation or debug. 

If you select a line of the program, you can add a new line and begin typing to see available blocks.

Connectors 
Connectors provides access to connectors & associated points. 

Select a connector type on the left to see the defined connectors and their status. 

You can also edit, ping or review details here. 

Select a connector on the left, to see the connected points. 

If you select a point, you can edit, view Details, History or Sync History if it is synchronized. 

Register Maps lets you define register maps for your modbus devices. 

Tuning Manager lets you define connTuning records to tune how often your points will be polled.
